Your friend has got a birthday party. Choose a present for him.     Remember: his hobbies are reading, listening to CD-player and fishing. Turn to your elder sister for a piece of advice.
Student B. You are a sister. Go to the souvenir shop and the sports goods shop together with your brother. Help him to choose a present for his friend.
Student A. You are a shop-assistant. Ask the customer what he (she) would like to buy.
Student B. You a customer. Tell the shop-assistant about the amount of foodstuff you’d like to get.
Student A. You a customer. You are at the food store. Ask the shop assistant about the price of foodstuff you’re going to buy.
Student B. You are a shop-assistant. A customer asks you questions about the price of foodstuff. Answer his questions politely.
Student A. You are a tourist at the clothes department. Ask the shop assistant to let you try on the things. Mention the colour and size.
Student B. You are a shop-assistant. Try to meet your customer’s needs.
Student A. You are a wife. You are at the clothes department trying on some things. Ask your husband if they fit you well.
Student B. You are a husband. You are with your wife at the department store. Your wife tries on some things. Give her a compliment.
Student A. You are a mother. Your daughter has bought some things without your permission. Ask her about the price of your things.
Student B. You are a daughter. You like to be dressed up. Without your mother’s permission you’ve bought some things. Your mother asks you about the price of your things. Answer her questions.
Student A. You are a foreign tourist at one of the counters in an American food store. Say to the shop assistant what foodstuff you’d like to buy.
Student B. You are a shop-assistant. The customer tells you what foodstuff he wants to buy. Give him the necessary advice.
Student A. You are at the leather goods department. You want to buy a pair of gloves. Ask the shop assistant to help you.
Student B. You are a shop-assistant at the leather goods department. Your customer asks you to give her a pair of gloves. Help her.
Student A. You are a foreigner in Kyiv. You want to buy some badges. Turn to the kiosk-keeper.
Student B. You are a kiosk-keeper. Help the customer to choose the badges.
Student A. You are a customer on an English shop. You want to buy a sweater. Ask the shop assistant to help you to choose one.
Student B.  You are a shop-assistant. The customer wants to buy a sweater. Help him. Be polite and patient.
Student A. You are a mother. Your daughter always does shopping in your family. Find out whether she has done her shopping.
Student B. You are a daughter. You have already done your shopping. Ask your mother to let you go for a walk.
